The spray park was made possible through a partnership between the city and the
Junior Service League, which helped develop the concept for the project and
donated $120,000 toward its construction. It is part of the ongoing renovation of
Long Branch Park, which has also included a new playground, renovated
pavilions, bathrooms, and picnic areas, new benches, and fresh paint.
