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Killeen Police are investigating a home invasion where the 23 year old suspect was shot by the
resident today, December 30, 2010, just before 8:00am.

Officers responded to the 3000 block of Cantabrian Drive this morning at 7:46am after the
resident at 3005 Cantabrian advised a black male had kicked in their door. The phone was
disconnected but they called back to advise that the suspect had been shot by the resident and he
ran out of the back door through a field. As an officer was responding to Cantabrian he saw a
black male matching the description of the suspect running through the field area toward S. Fort
Hood St. The officer turned around to follow the suspect and located him at the Mickey’s
Convenience Store on S. Fort Hood St. where he was detained. The man was identified as the
suspect who broke into the apartment and was taken into custody at 7:57am. He was transported
by ambulance to the Carl R. Darnall Army Medical Center with a gunshot wound to the leg and
later transferred to Scott & White Memorial Hospital.

UPDATE: December 31, 2010

The Bell County District Attorney’s Office issued a complaint charging David Rashad Sims with
Burglary of a Habitation and Justice of the Peace Garland Potvin set his bond at $50,000. Sims
was released from Scott & White Memorial Hospital and is currently in the Bell County Jail.
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
